The Smarter than smoking Project aims to discourage smoking amongst 10 to 15 
years olds in Western Australia. Funded by Healthway and based at the National 
Heart Foundation (WA Division), it is initiative of a coalition of leading health 
agencies in WA working in the area of tobacco control.   

Thousands of young West Australians have been consulted during all stages of the 
project s planning, development and implementation. In 2000, the project formalised 
this involvement by forming a Youth Management Committee. Fifteen proactive 
young people (fitting the description above) were recruited to have their say about 
smoking related issues and contribute to the Project. Some of our members have 
now left the committee as they have completed Year 12, therefore the project is 
seeking new members to join.     

As well as discussing issues relating to tobacco and the project, Committee 
members will be trained in areas such as leadership, public speaking and dealing 
with the media. These young people will also have the opportunity to participate in 
many fun and exciting activities. For example, members have assisted by choosing 
project merchandise, acting as media spokespersons, participating in photo shoots 
and being extras in the latest television advertisement.    

Please find attached a nomination form.  Once nominees have been reviewed, we 
will contact successful applicants and shall seek parental permission in the New 
Year.
